The introduction of “Ready for Golf” principle, trial period will be implemented
at Stilbaai Golf Club as per procedure forwarded to all members. This will be
aimed at trying to speed up play e.g. in short:

1. If all is safe, play when you are ready, especially those guys using
carts, do not wait for the furthest away from the green to settle and
play his shot first.

2. Those sharing carts to drop off the passenger first, let him pick his
next club and driver to move to his ball.

3. Players to first play their ball and then move to assist a player
searching for a lost ball

4. Take note of area where you leave your cart or clubs around the
green.

5. On the tee — do not wait for the player who has the honour to play

first, if he is not ready, any player ready to tee off must play.
